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Local artist Kathryn Riley Parker presents Paper Cuts, an exhibition uniquely in the medium of
paper at Art League Gallery. This theme was chosen to “show the medium’s capacity to add
depth and texture” and is largely inspired by Lowcountry flora and fauna. Much of Parker’s
subject matter inspires her with a “sense of optimism and tranquility, and | want to convey that
to viewers of my art.”

She hopes that the third dimension added by paper invites viewers to take “a closer look at
shapes, textures, patterns, and minute details” of the work and appreciate the potential of the
medium.

Parker, originally from Maryland, retired from a successful career as a university professor and
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
